  Ouch! You don’t look like a tree. Neither does your couch! Before you 
  develop scissorhands and remove kitty’s claws & toes, read on!   
  Declawing (onychectomy) is surgical removal of kitty claws and, as  
  Wikipedia defines, “amputating all or part of the end bone of the animal’s  
  toes.”  Think of it as chopping off your fingers at the first knuckle. Did you  
  know there are many countries and West  
  Hollywood, California in which declawing is 
  illegal or not regularly performed?  

 
  Kitty claws provide the ability to: 
  -  Grab mice, birds, & other sundry 
     catnip-filled toys 
  -  Snag flying brightly colored feathers & 
     other dangling toys 
  -  Climb to the highest perch (a.k.a. Kitty 
     Throne) 
-  Earn a living as a pooch masseuse 
-  Hold a basketball 

     -  Get pedicures 
 
       Seriously: 
          -  It’s better for kitties to ward off tail-pulling 
                                       toddlers with claws, rather than teeth. 
                                    - Claws make a good defense mechanism for 
                                       fighting off canine or other predators. 
    - Clawed cats have the ability to climb trees & 

    other structures to escape danger. 
      - Marking their territory with claws is much 
         more pleasant for us than other marking. 

         - With claws, cats can dig, maintaining 
         muscle fitness and health. 

                                                 - Besides the cruelty of declawing surgery, 
        sometimes behavioral  problems result.  
        Cats might stop using a box. They might  
        start using teeth, instead of claws. 

 
        “But kitty is destroying my furniture.  
         What can I do?” We’ve got answers! 

 
- Soft Paws or other caps for kitty nails 
- Keep nails trimmed. 
- Attach shaving cream-filled balloons to areas  
  kitty is scratching 
- Put aluminum foil on areas kitty is scratching. 
- If you must have a declawed cat, adopt an  
  already declawed feline. 
- Abundant scratching posts 
- When witnessed, reward the good; correct  
  the bad.
